Rules and Regulations

Entry fee must accompany registrations.  

Teams will be registered on a first come first serve basis.  

This tournament is open to school sponsored and traveling/pick-up teams.

Each team is guaranteed three games.

Team must register in the division of their highest grade player.
Play will be 5 on 5.
Games will be four 8-minute quarters with the clock running except for free throws and time outs.  The clock will stop during the last two minutes of game if score is within 10 points.  All fouls the last 2 minutes of the fourth quarter are bonus shot except shooting fouls.  Overtime period will be two minutes with clock stopping as in regular play.  Overtime will start with a jump ball.
Three time outs per game per team.

Free throws will be shot the last two minutes on all fouls (except player control) of the fourth quarter only.  All shooting fouls will be shot throughout the game.  One free throw on made basket and two free throws if the shot is missed.
Person to person defense only.  No full-court press except the last 2 minutes of the game and only if the score is within 10 points.
Only team score will be kept and no individual stats will be taken.

Limited basketballs-please bring your own to warm up with.

4th Grade Free Throws-player must start behind free throw line, but may step over on shot.

Teams need to have like colored jerseys with numbers.  It is preferred that teams have reversible jerseys in case two teams have the same color.

Additional rules and regulations will be provided prior to game time.
